COURSE DESCRIPTION: Creative writing counts as elective credit. You will be writing in various
creative ways throughout the semester.

ATTENDANCE AND PUNCTUALITY:

IT IS TURNED IN AFTER THE TIME POSTED YOU TAKE THE RISK OF POINTS BEING DEDUCTED OR
IT NOT BEING GRADED AT ALL IF I'VE ALREADY GRADED THE ASSIGNMENT. IF YOU’RE ABSENT
THE DAY A PROJECT OR OTHER ASSIGNMENT I'VE ADVISED IS DUE, IT MUST BE TURNED IN TO
ME BY THE BEGINNING OF YOUR PERIOD OR DIGITAL TIME POSTED, NO EXCEPTIONS.

* Make Up Exams—Make-up exams must be scheduled with me immediately when you return
from your absence. If we are reading a novel or book and have a reading schedule, the test dates
will be posted in advance.

COMMUNICATION: | will do my best to keep you informed and on target this year! | use the Remind app,
so if you have access to a phone with texting, this is the easiest way to interact with me. | don’t respond
to texts through Remind, however so please don’t send me something there. All grade info is posted in
Aeries and all assignments will be posted in Google Classroom or in person. The best way to reach me is
through email listed above. Please make sure to include your name and period number so | can help you.
Emails will not be answered after 5 pm. It can take me approximately 24 hours to respond to emails, so
please be patient.
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CELL PHONES, COMPUTERS, AND OTHER ELECTRONIC DEVICES: Cell phones are not allowed in class. |
have a pocket in the back for phones to help you avoid being distracted. | have an extra credit policy with
phones. If you are caught using your cell phone (even me seeing it on your desk) you forfeit your weekly
extra credit. If you place your phone in back pocket each day and don’t use cell phone for the week, you
get 10 points extra credit. If you get the 10 points for every week of the semester, you also get to throw
out your lowest test score from your grade. Get in the habit of putting it in the back...you’ll be free from
distractions and able to get some extra points! As a class you have 2 chances to mess up...on the 3rd
strike (37 time seeing a cell phone for the week), you lose your extra credit points and the ability to
throw out your test score. Laptops are allowed on days we work on projects, etc.
